
What management arrangements are in place for 

the current civil works?

Civil works commenced on Monday 24 May, 2010 
and are predicted to take approximately 10 months 
to complete.

Site operations will be happening during the daytime 
only. The approved working hours are 7:00am to 
5:30pm Monday to Saturday, which is in accordance 
with industry standards and regulations. 

Action is also being undertaken to minimise dust, 
noise and traffic within the local area.

What is being done to manage construction traffic 

during Phase One of the project?

Earthworks across Warnbro Sound Avenue will be 
undertaken between the 24th June and the 30th 
September 2010 and the hours of operation will be 
between 7.00am to 5.30 pm Monday to Saturday. 
The contractor will endeavour to minimise disruption 
to local residents and will aim to complete the works 
as quickly as possible.  

What is proposed to manage any environmental 

impact of the development?

An environmental management plan has been 
prepared and this identifies special areas for 
preservation of significant vegetation, Southern 
Brown Bandicoot habitat, coastal wetlands, the 
eastern dune landscape and an Indigenous Heritage 
Site. The Department of Housing has also planned 
for the ongoing management of the Southern Brown 
Bandicoot population.. 

What amenities are proposed?

A range of new amenities are proposed as well as 
improvements to some of the existing ones.

A new park and a site for a future primary school 
to cater for children from Golden Bay are currently 
being developed as part of Phase One. In addition 
there will also be upgrades to the existing Rhonda 
Scarrott Oval (formerly known as Tangadee Oval), 
with landscaping works expected to commence in 
early 2011.  

The future amenities will  include a new Village 
Centre precinct that will accommodate a range of 
retail and commercial activities. 

What is being considered in regards to future access 
to the beach?

It is proposed that the future development will 
include the upgrade of a number of existing paths 
that currently pass through to the foreshore, allowing 
residents improved access to the beach front.  

This work will be carried out in accordance with a 
foreshore management plan, ensuring that all work 
is conducted in a sensitive manner that protects the 
natural coastal dunes, wetlands, vegetation and the 
Southern Brown Bandicoot population.

What community initiatives are planned for 
Golden Bay?

The Department of Housing is committed to 
developing Golden Bay as a vibrant place to live, 
shop and play. As such the Department will work in 
partnership with community members and the City 
of Rockingham to plan and deliver a comprehensive 
community development program that will keep 
the community well informed and enhance the 
community lifestyle in Golden Bay. 
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BACKGROUND TO THE DEVELOPMENT – PHASE ONE
The Department of Housing has a large land-holding from Warnbro Sound Avenue through to the coast and it 
has recently commenced the first phase of development for Golden Bay. The expansion of Golden Bay to the 
north and east of the present community has been planned since the early nineties when a Comprehensive 
Development Plan (CDP) was approved for the area in 1994.

Phase One of the project has commenced  and will address the current demand for housing  as well as the 
need for a  new school site on which a primary school will be built.

The Department of Housing’s design principles for Golden Bay reflect a commitment to sustainable 
development in Western Australia. These principles aim to create a vibrant, strongly connected community with 
good access to infrastructure.

The first phase of development includes the following key features:-

•	 150 residential lots.

•	 A site for a future primary school.

•	 A new park.

•	 New and improved landscaping around Rhonda Scarrott Oval (formerly known as Tangadee Oval)

•	 Streetscape improvements including landscaping along Warnbro Sound Avenue. 

•	 The extension of the sewerage system to service the new development areas.

The features listed above should all be completed in the first half of 2011.

Once developed, the majority of the lots will be sold via a real estate agent. 



PLANNING FOR THE FUTURE DEVELOPMENT OF GOLDEN BAY
The Department of Housing is currently updating the current Golden Bay Comprehensive Development Plan 

(CDP). The updated CDP will reflect contemporary design principles and allow for:

•	 A sustainable and vibrant community, capitalising on the uniqueness of the site and existing 

infrastructure.

•	 Integration and response to existing development.

•	 Housing choice and innovative housing forms with densities appropriate with the site’s context.

•	 New community infrastructure and enhancement of existing facilities.

•	 Provision of local employment opportunities and links to nearby strategic employment generators.

•	 An environmentally responsive plan that acknowledges the value of existing approvals and recognised 

environmental features.

This approach has been successful in a range of other Department of Housing projects including Dalyellup, 

Brighton, Somerly, Ellenbrook, Wellard and Banksia Grove

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frequently asked questions
This section seeks to provide answers to questions that 
community members may have regarding the Department 
of Housing’s development of Golden Bay.

What is the social housing mix planned for the development?

In all of its developments, the Department of Housing 
supports the State Government’s commitment to ensure 
a diverse range of housing options are available for 
people from across the social spectrum.  Across the state 
eligible persons are provided with social housing by the 
Department of Housing. The properties are owned by the 
State Government and are managed by the Department of 
Housing or an appointed community organisation. 

In Golden Bay only one in nine lots will be retained by the 
Department of Housing for social housing purposes.

The majority of the lots to be developed (at least eight out 
of every nine) will be sold to the general public through an 
appointed real estate agent.

Why is a school site being developed as part of the 
Phase One development?

A new primary school site has been developed at the 
request of the Department of Education in order to meet 
the growing demand for primary school education places for 
students from the local area. 

What is the range of lot sizes being developed in the 
Phase One development?

The lots in Phase One will range from 225m2 to nearly 
900m2 in order to provide a variety of opportunities for land 
buyers and home owners.

What is the timeframe for the completion of the 
Phase One development?

Phase One includes the development of residential lots, the 
school site and a fully landscaped park and is estimated to 
be completed in the first half of 2011. 

The residential lots will go on sale in early 2011.

What is being planned in regards to the development of 
sewerage systems in the area?

All newly created lots will be serviced with sewer and 
provision has been made for the Water Corporation to 
extend this infrastructure into the existing Golden Bay 
development at some time in the future.
